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Objective:

Exploration of volume

Introduction:

Packaging is a major industry.  Sometimes a package costs more than its contents.  A package often does more than identify a product.  It is designed to protect the contents and to make it look attractive to customers.

Project:

El Convento Artist Gallery, one of the shops on Main Street at Six Flags over Loretto, is famous for their hand-blown glass angels. These valuable figurines are very fragile and must be protected when shipped to customers all over the world.  You and your design team have been asked to create a package that will withstand the rough handling boxes receive during shipment.

Guidelines:
* You may work individually or in teams of two.



* The volume of the package must not exceed 320 cubic inches.  A maximum of $2.00 may be spent for materials, although discarded materials may be used and not counted toward the cost.

* It is too expensive to “test” your package with an angel inside. Therefore, you will use two medium sized eggs inside your package.  Two eggs resemble the size of one angel and are certainly as fragile. The eggs must be natural, unaltered, uncooked, chicken eggs.  Your package must protect its contents when dropped from the fire escape outside our classroom.

* The following information must be included with your package:

* the volume of your package.

* list of materials used with costs

* Your grade for this project will be based on the following criteria:

* accuracy of volume

* size and cost within restrictions

* use of time in class during testing phase

* following all directions

* Your project is worth a maximum of 20 points.  You will receive a bonus of 5 points if both of your eggs are not broken after testing.
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
