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Objective:
To demonstrate understanding of geometric terms through identification in every day objects.

Project:
Welcome to Six Flags over Loretto.  I hope that you enjoy your year as a Loretto Intern.  The CEO has decided to create an education pavilion near the entrance to the park.  For your first project, your team has been asked to design one of the geometry displays.

Information:
The World of Geometry display in the Educational Pavilion consists of two sections.  In the first section, display posters will define geometric terms through pictures.  The second section will use geometric terms to explain an origami figure.  

Guidelines:
* You may work individually or in teams of two.

* You will choose one of the displays to complete.

* If you chose the first display, your poster will be a collection of pictures or drawings that represent all of the following concepts plus three of your own choice:
point

line

plane

angle

ray

congruent
parallel

perpendicular
collinear          coplanar
 Each concept needs to be identified and labeled.  Your pictures need to represent objects from the real world. The design is to be drawn, or glued, on poster board.  It must be at least as large as half of a standard sized poster board, but it must be no larger than a full sheet of poster board. 





* For the second display, you are to create an origami design.  You may create your own design or use reference materials from the classroom, library, or Internet to fold a standard pattern.  Origami artists use their own language to explain folding patterns.  For your project, you are to write step-by-step directions with sketches for your origami design using geometric terms and identifying geometric shapes.  Your directions should be on a poster board with your origami project attached.




* On the upper right hand corner staple a 3 x 5 card with your name(s).

* Since this display is part of the Six Flag over Loretto Educational Pavilion, you are encouraged to relate your display to the amusement park.

* This is a long-term project with a specific due date (see schedule).  Your poster may be turned in early, but projects that are late, for any reason, will lose at least half of the credit.  In the real world, late work often means loss of potential business and income.

* Your grade for this project will be based on the following criteria:

* accuracy

* neatness

* creativity and design

* following all directions
