Vocabulary 
In order to understand Geometry, you must speak the language.  Most lessons contain new words as well as postulates and/or theorems.  You must define all vocabulary words and list each theorem in your notes.  This work will be turned in the day of your chapter test and will count as a quiz.  Definitions and theorems are easier to remember if you write them in your own words. In addition to the lesson, most new terms and theorems are explained in the Chapter Review – Skills and Concepts section at the end of each chapter. Postulates and theorems are listed on pg. 770.  (Do not memorize the theorem number as these vary by textbook).  Terms are defined in the Glossary beginning on pg. 779.  Vocabulary needs to be written in English but Spanish translations are encouraged for those who may need this help.  Pictures may substitute for verbal definitions.  You may organize your vocabulary in any method that works best for you.  Some suggestions include:

Although it is not required, try to highlight or color code these terms.  Studies show that when you add color to study notes, you are better able to visualize and remember the contents of the study notes.
